PETER was a passionate man . . . 

Don’t have as many TEARS in the New 

     Testament as were actually shed

✓When Jesus walked on the Sea of Galilee,

   PETER stepped out of the boat

✓When EVIL came to the Garden, 

   PETER nearly took a guard’s head off

✓After denying Jesus 3x, in Luke 22:62, 

   PETER “went outside and wept bitterly.”

In Acts 3, we feel PETER’s hot heart still

   freshly serious, sour, sore in G R I E F  

    from all the tortures of his Jesus

I do have I give you. In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, WALK!” 

 11-26 Peter’s 2nd Sermon on the Resurrection:  When God raised up his 
servant, he sent him first to you to bless you by turning each of you 
from your wicked ways.”

Peter tells HOW the Man Born Lame was healed … raised up

Therein, see Peter’s lingering GRIEF  over injustice to Jesus

 See Peter’s GRIEF  over his people’s betrayal of Jesus

  See Peter’s GRIEF  despite how all was FORETOLD

   See then how Peter’s GRIEF  was OVERSHADOWED 

      by his seeing the Resurrection
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1-10 Peter Heals Man BORN Lame

1  ONE DAY Peter and John were going

 up to the temple at the time of prayer

 —at three in the afternoon.

2  Now a man who was lame from BIRTH

 was being carried to the temple gate

  called Beautiful, 

 where he was PUT every day to beg

 from those going into the 

  temple courts – [going to church]

I feel the Man BORN Lame grieved too

A different kind of grief … never knowing

 what it was like to walk upright 

But the GRIEF of the loss of a loved one?

1-10 Peter Heals Lame Man

4  Peter looked straight at him, 

 as did John. Then Peter said, 

 “Look at us!”

Notice: “Look” – Lame man was NOT

 looking at those from whom he begged

5  So the man gave them his attention,

 expecting to get something from them.

6    Then Peter said, 

 “Silver or gold have I NONE, 

  but what I do have I give you.

15  YOU  killed the author of life, 

  but God raised him from the dead. 

  We are witnesses of this.

GRAVITY  of injustice STILL weighed HEAVY

19  Repent, then, and turn to God, 

   so that your sins may be wiped out,

He said, “This is eternity,  

 And all I’ve promised YOU .
