Minus the biographies of Washington, philosophy of Rousseau, etc., and minus the anti-Mason books, that leaves 41,797 pages of good Freemason pages. Now those 41,797 pages, and uncounted thousands more, have been are available for over a century, and most have been ignored by the critics for as long. Today, they are available to everyone on earth, all thanks to Google Books. 
The first enumerated list categorizes the books, with many of the most important works first, followed by two other lists of all combined in alphabetical order. You do not have to agree with all written on Freemasonry, as even the authors themselves admit, and the history has been refined; a couple of books are somewhat romantic, not unlike how Parson Mason Locke Weems treated Washington with some rhetorical liberty at the founding of the USA. Still, there is an overwhelming abundance on character counting, good morals, and solid history, and more character counting dialogue than in any other institution not a religion.
